d) completion of a baseline assessment to establish the level of academic

intervention that may be required given learning losses caused by the impact of

COVID-19 on the potential student, if the student is not applying for the academic

scholarship

e) an interview with the parents and the student with members of the Sacred Heart

College teaching staff.
